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DO NOT GIVE ANYONE MONEY WITHOUT GETTING A RECEIPT.
· Initiation Fee is $456.00 this includes 2 months dues at $28.00 per month. 

· Initiation Fee needs to be paid within 60 days of hire date. Once the initiation is paid you will receive your union card in the mail.
· Union dues are $28.00 per month weather you are working or not. Dues and Initiation fees can be paid by cash, check or money order. They can be mailed or a union representative can pick it up for you. Working dues are 3% of your gross and are deducted by your employer and sent to the hall on your behalf.
· Union dues are due the first day of every month, if you get 61 days behind you are subject to a suspension and a $25.00 readmit fee, you will receive a reminder notice in the mail if you get behind. Monthly statements are not sent out for dues. (Call Kara if you have questions about union dues or initiation fees.)
· If you get laid off from a job please come out to the union hall or call to get your name on the out of work list so we can get you another job.

· All laborers start out at the low scale, in order to receive your pay increases you need to take training classes. The Laborers Training Fund offers classes every month, you will start receiving a training calendar once you start paying your initiation fee. You can call and sign up for classes once you start getting a calendar. The training is at no cost to the laborer, this is already paid in for you by the contractor. Call Tami with any questions regarding training 402-573-7878. (All laborers must get an OSHA card for any pay increases)

· All laborers are eligible for Health Insurance and a Pension once they complete the initial wait time and working hours required. The Health Insurance and Pension are not a deduction from you check, this is already negotiated into the current agreement and is paid in by your contractor. For questions regarding the Insurance or Pension call CLTE Health, Welfare and Pension at 402-491-3751.

· Union meetings are the second Tuesday of every month. Once your initiation fee is paid you are entitled to attend the union meeting. (we encourage all members to attend these meetings so that you are constantly informed of any changes or updates going on with your union and to vote on any issues that arise.
